
SHIRE OF NANNUP ELECTORAL GIFT REGISTER 

Within three days of nomination, any candidate in a local government election is required to disclose any gifts received within the disclosure 

period prior to nomination. Candidates must disclose any gifts received in the six months prior to Election Day. Any gift received after nomination 

is required to be disclosed within three days of acceptance of the gift. 

The disclosure period finishes three days after Election Day (for unsuccessful candidates) and on the commencement of financial interest returns 

for successful candidates. 

Both candidates and donors are required to disclose information about any electoral related gift with a value of $300 or more that is given or 

promised within the disclosure period.  
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
